This morning disembark in Iquitos and head to the Manatee Rescue Center to learn about the conservation 
efforts currently in action for these gentle creatures. Find out about the manatee’s importance in the 
ecosystem, and see why it is so important that these orphaned pups are reintroduced to the river. In the 
afternoon you will fly back to Lima and upon arrival you will be escorted to your hotel, the COSTA DEL
